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Artena 7.12 Alpha Test

Details of Required Test Coverage

 (Including Enquiries and Enrol)
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General Information Regarding The Alpha Test

· The contact person within SMSS for all technical related issues throughout the Alpha Test is in the first instance Mark Stephens (04-499-5423 mark@smss.org.nz ) and then Poobalan Muniandy (04-499-1608 poobalan@smss.org.nz ).

· The contact person within SMSS for all testing related issues throughout the Alpha Test is in the first instance Mike Morgan (04-499-5413 mike@smss.org.nz ) and then Poobalan Muniandy (04-499-1608 poobalan@smss.org.nz ).

· Testing is anticipated to start on Monday 18th June. The end date we have in mind is Friday 6th July. Essentially a 2 week period was sort, however we appreciate that the User Group is in the middle of this time frame so have adjusted it accordingly. Sites will be free to continue after this should they wish to.

· SMSS will undertake the conversion of each Alpha Test Site’s database. It will also provide a separate installer for the installation of the new executables for the Alpha Test.

· SMSS will provide separate instructions regarding the installation of the executables and the database.

· Prior to the Alpha Test a “Health Test” will be performed by SMSS to attempt to ensure that each of the products in the Alpha Test is of a reasonable standard to undertake the test. In the course of that testing only serious defects will be corrected in order to get the site testing underway as soon as possible. A list of known defects from the Health Test will be made available to each Alpha Test site so that they may be aware of issues that are already known about. 

· As sites undertake their testing, any defects that are found should be reported to Mike Morgan using the Alpha Test system defect form. This form will be made available prior to the start of the Alpha test. 

· In order to try and stop sites all reporting the same issues, Mike will maintain a register of the known testing defects on the SMSS website and attempt to keep it updated on a daily basis. This will help sites both get an idea of what has been already found and how the testing is going from a “global” perspective.

· Obviously with a database in place of the defects already found, we would like those involved to check there first before raising a defect in case it has already been identified.

· Where (a) defect(s) has/have been resolved, at certain points we will issue both database and executable updates on a “patch” basis. This will be done incrementally in the same way that full releases are now, in that sites will continue to moveforward based on the previous versions. All finalised changes will be recorded into the final production script and executables so that they are included in the final product.

Scope Of The Alpha Test

· The Alpha test initially covers the Artena, Enquiries and Enrol applications. A strategy for the inclusion of Aware is being invesigated and will be advised separately.

· Testing of each of these components is voluntary. It is suggested for each sites’ peace of mind, that if they use a product in their production environment, that they have a go at trying to test it as they would normally use it.

· The Alpha test is not a formally structured test. As such there are no specific requirements that must be completed in order for a sites’ involvement to be valuable. Listed below is a guide to the coverage that would be good to include, however none of the aspects are compulsory. Those sites that regularly conduct user testing of system functions will have their own determination of what they consider testing should entail. Such testing is perfectly acceptable regarding the scope of coverage we hope to attain. Essentially it is a case of the more the better, but whatever can be achieved will be helping.

Suggested Test Coverage

The follwoing is intended as a guide only and is not exhaustive. It gives general coverage of the areas of Artena that should be looked at. In fact this is essentially all the Artena functions. In practical terms a series of “Student Life-Cycles” that cover the creation of a students and a new programmes / courses through all the various Artena functions is a good way to start and covers the systems core functions.

Artena

· The Artsec utility should be tested to ensure it performs correctly the way you use it. Adding and deleting groups and users. Setting filters. 

· System security based on a Security User set in Artsec should be tested to ensure specific security settings remain consistent – hidden, invisible, read write access, read only etc.

· System Manager – Look Up tables should be tested to confirm they are editable where they should be and that changes are displayed correctly. System Parameters across the four areas should be tested to confirm that changes reflect correctly on things like saving and access locations, labels and switches that turn functions on and off. Setting of dates and parameters should be looked at and confirmed to work as expected.

· Live Form configuration screen should be tested with a variety of settings to ensure various changes reflect the screen content.

· Institute screen should be confirmed to allow changes to data and the institute logo.

· validation Rules should be tested to confirm changes correctly affect the various screen functions.

· Reporting should be tested, however there could quite likely be some issues initially with  many reports. SMSS will provide some report samples and a document is being produced to give instructions on migrating reports to function with SQL server. All queries regarding this should be addressed to Mark Stephens.

· Import / Export functions should be tested. In particular AR import Export and the NSI screen functions.

· NZQA Batch functions need to be tested both in the creation of batches, generation editing and reversing.

· The ability to add, edit and delete Organisational Units of various kinds should be tested.

· Secondary school results calculation criteria should be tested.

· NZQA Import functions should be tested.

· Holidays functions should be tested where used to confirm adding. editing and deleting.

· The following System Processes should be tested:

· Amalgamate Duplicate Records

· Delete Application Records

· Disability Provider Batch Entry

· Manually Match Enquirers (where used)

· UDA validation

· User password function change should be tested along with the various password and login security features and timeout functions.

· Prescribed Teaching should be fully tested, including:

· Adding Programmes (With and without stages and levels) with courses and units

· Cloning Items and Attaching Items functions

· Making New Programme Version function

· Stage to Level and Course to Unit functions

· Changing Active Status

· Edit and delete functions

· Creating Offered Teaching function

· Confirming 

·  Offered Teaching should be fully tested, including:

· Cohort Function

· Class Function

· Roll-Over function

· Clone Function

· Practical Experience Function

· Derived Attributes, EFTS Breakdown and Set Dates

· Altering Active Status

· Modification of data moving to Academic Records.

· SDR Functions

· Search Function should be fully tested including:

· Search by Name Functions

· Search By ID Functions

· Org Debtors Search

· Search By Number

· Jump buttons from search screen to all external screens should be tested. 

· All Live Form screens should be tested, including Add Contract and Add Person functions.

· Standard Add Person and Add Contract functions should be tested.

· All Person, Student, Staff and Debtor screen functions should be tested. This includes all Academic Record functions and Qualification functions resulting in pass/fail of courses and final qualifications.

· All Study Contract screen functions should be tested.

· All Dashboard functions should be tested

· All AR Dash functions should be tested

· Archive and restore functions should be tested

· Debtor Functions should all be tested including Invoicing, Write Offs, Credit Notes and all reversals etc.

· Financial functions should be tested including all fee setup functions.

· All Finance Batch functions should be tested.

· All International Student functions should be tested.

· Where used Resource Management and Practical Experience functions should be tested.

· Setting of System Parameters and testing their effect.
